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The wind moves and God speaks creation into being. The Word is spoken again in the Incarnation, 
the Son sent by the Father to redeem creation. The risen Christ speaks, sending his friends out with 
authority to every corner of the world. The early Church hears words of peace and love, drawing 
them out of discord and into communion. It would be a mistake on this Trinity Sunday to try to 
explain how God is triune. Instead, we hear the incarnate Word speak to us: Go into the world with 
power, speaking peace and love, creating communion between people as they are caught up in the life 
of the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.
