
The Seventh Sunday after Pentecost 
July 19, 2020 
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Last week Jesus spoke of the Sower who cast good seed on different types of soil. Today, Jesus tells 
another parable. It turns out he’s not the only sower, and the differentiation in the soil is not the only 
problem. After the good seed is sown, an enemy comes to sow weeds among the wheat. The Master’s 
servants want to uproot the bad seed right away, but they are told to wait. They are to let the seeds, 
good and evil, grow together. Like the servants in the story, we yearn to rip up the evil around us right 
away. While we are right to work for justice, we dare not give into overzealous judgment. We might 
end up ripping up the good with the bad! More to the point, it is not for us to offer final judgment. 
Yes, evil flourishes in our world today, but this will not always be the case. Isaiah reminds us that God 
is the first and the last. God will have the last word, and whatever judgment is needed will finally 
come.

[St. Paul writes:] So then, brothers and sisters, we are debtors, not to the flesh, to live according to the 
flesh — 13for if you live according to the flesh, you will die; but if by the Spirit you put to death the 
deeds of the body, you will live. 14For all who are led by the Spirit of God are children of God. 15For 
you did not receive a spirit of slavery to fall back into fear, but you have received a spirit of adoption. 
When we cry, “Abba! Father!” 16it is that very Spirit bearing witness with our spirit that we are 
children of God, 17and if children, then heirs, heirs of God and joint heirs with Christ — if, in fact, we 
suffer with him so that we may also be glorified with him.

27And the slaves of the householder came and said to him, ‘Master, 
did you not sow good seed in your field? Where, then, did these weeds come from?’ 28He answered, 
‘An enemy has done this.’ The slaves said to him, ‘Then do you want us to go and gather them?’ 29But 
he replied, ‘No; for in gathering the weeds you would uproot the wheat along with them. 30Let both 
of them grow together until the harvest; and at harvest time I will tell the reapers, Collect the weeds 
first and bind them in bundles to be burned, but gather the wheat into my barn.’” 
             36Then he left the crowds and went into the house. And his disciples approached him, saying, 
“Explain to us the parable of the weeds of the field.” 37He answered, “The one who sows the good 
seed is the Son of Man; 38the field is the world, and the good seed are the children of the kingdom; 
the weeds are the children of the evil one, 39and the enemy who sowed them is the devil; the harvest is 
the end of the age, and the reapers are angels. 40Just as the weeds are collected and burned up with 
fire, so will it be at the end of the age. 41The Son of Man will send his angels, and they will collect out 
of his kingdom all causes of sin and all evildoers, 42and they will throw them into the furnace of fire, 
where there will be weeping and gnashing of teeth.
